CITY COMMISSION MINUTES

1. Pledge of Allegiance/ Call to Order.
The Hiawatha City Commission met in regular session on Monday, October 6, 2008, at 5:35 p.m. at City Hall with Mayor Gernon, Commissioner Denton, Commissioner Sheeran, Commissioner Shamburg, and Commissioner Collins in attendance. 
2. Approval of the September 29, 2008, City Commission meeting minutes.
Mayor Gernon pointed out that a correction needed to be made in the bottom paragraph on page three, with the phrase beginning with 40% to “Forty per cent of the deaths were caused by Pit Bulls and 22% were from Rottweilers.”

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to approve the minutes of the September 29, 2008, City Commission meeting with the noted correction. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

3. CONSENT AGENDA

a. Approval of Appropriation Ordinance #1161 in the amount of $22,542.63.
b. Approval of Payroll Ordinance #2020 in the amount of $36,563.71.
c. Approval of payment to Citizens State Bank for 2002 Waterworks Bond interest in the amount of $4,098.63 and principal in the amount of $75,000.00 for a total of $79,098.63.
d. Approval of Monthly Report of Municipal Judge for September 2008.
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to approve the Consent Agenda including Appropriation Ordinance #1161 in the amount of $22,542.63, Payroll Ordinance #2020 in the amount of $36,563.71, Payment to the Citizens State Bank for the 2002 Waterworks Bond in the amount of $79,098.63, and Monthly Report of Municipal Judge for September 2008. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
4. Presentation of petitions, public comments, memorials.
a. David Vandiver request to have a concert with his band “Driven 2 Paradox,” after the Halloween parade.
David Vandiver asked the commission for permission to have a concert after the Halloween parade. The chamber office had referred them to the city commission. They have crowd control lined up of six or more people, have a generator for their own power and wanted to have the concert on 7th Street after the parade. He asked the commission to extend the noise ordinance to 10:30 p.m.

Janette Adcock, Chairman of the Halloween Committee, told the commission that the committee had already scheduled Stacie Newell’s Dance Team as entertainment for after the parade. The concert was not a part of the Halloween Committee’s entertainment schedule, and they were not going to be responsible for it.
Commissioner Shamburg suggested having the concert after the scheduled entertainment, and told David to coordinate his concert with the Halloween Committee, starting it after their entertainment ends. The Halloween Committee is to let David know when theirs is over. 

Mayor Gernon also requested that they have a police officer there.

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to barricade the 100 block of South 7th Street from Oregon Street to Utah Street after the afternoon parade until 10:30 p.m., and to abate the noise ordinance until 10:30 p.m. on October 31, 2008, for a concert by David Vandiver’s band, “Driven 2 Paradox”, following the Halloween festivities. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
Old Business

5. Consider approval of ordinance relating to the repair, construction of sidewalks after the completion of sewer or waterline repairs.
This ordinance was modified as discussed at the commission meeting on September 29, 2008, to include property owner and contractor [as being responsible for the repairs].
This would become Ordinance 1007.
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to adopt Ordinance 1007, relating to the repair, construction of sidewalks after the completion of sewer or waterline repairs. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

New Business

6. Consider approval of an ordinance to ban Rottweilers in the City of Hiawatha.
The draft ordinance presented to the commission was written by the city attorney. It was more restrictive than the ordinance originally presented to the city attorney by the city administrator.
Mayor Gernon said his idea was to allow the Rottweilers already registered in the City of Hiawatha to be allowed to remain, but ban all new Rottweilers in the city limits, similar to the language in the existing Pit Bull ordinance.
Section A of the draft ordinance says basically what the commission had in mind, deleting the requirements set forth in section B. They would include in the language to allow people thirty days after approval of the ordinance to get licenses for existing Rottweilers. The intent is to allow people time to get their dogs licensed. A citizen had called in who had two Rottweiler puppies that were too young to get rabies shots and therefore too young to be licensed. The commission suggested adding the language to allow for dogs over six months of age at the time of the ordinance to be licensed.

Administrator Ladner will have a new ordinance drafted and present it at the next meeting.

No further action was taken.
7. Consider approval of the Red Flag Resolution.

The Federal Government has mandated that an identity theft prevention program, referred to as a red flag, has to be put into place by November 1, 2008. Administrator Ladner and Lynette Grier, Utilities Clerk, had attended a workshop last week to learn about this mandate. This resolution will bring the City of Hiawatha into compliance with the Federal Government mandate. It has been reviewed by the City Attorney.
This resolution will become 2008-11.
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to adopt Resolution 2008-11, concerning the identity theft prevention program as required under the Federal Trade Commission Regulations. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

8. Consider increasing cash drawer amount.

The City Clerk had asked to have the amount of cash in the cash drawer to be doubled to allow the office staff to make change when larger bills were presented without having to make a trip to the bank.
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to approve the request to double the current amount of cash kept in the cash drawer. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

9. Lynne Ladner, City Administrator.
After checking the school sports schedules for conflicts, the Commission scheduled a work session on the Comprehensive Plan following the regular Commission meeting on November 17, 2008.

Administrator Ladner requested an Executive Session to discuss real estate.

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to go to an Executive Session to discuss real estate and to include Administrator Ladner, for a period of twenty minutes. Motion carried. 5 ayes. The executive session began at 6:01 p.m.

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion at 6:21 p.m., seconded by Commissioner Denton, to return to open session. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

Administrator Ladner noted that she and Commissioner Denton will leave Saturday, October 11, for the League Conference in Wichita, and will be back Tuesday evening.
10. Mayor Crosby Gernon.
Mayor Gernon noted that on the Rottweiler ordinance that people cannot continually bring in puppies.
11. Com. William Collins.
Commissioner Collins noted that the work is starting on the Pottawatomie Street project. Administrator Ladner noted that the Herzog crew should be in to start on the First Street project next week.
12. Com. Vicki Denton.
13. Com. Steffen Shamburg.
Commissioner Shamburg noted that Tuesday, October 7, is “Walk Your Kids to School Day,” from the Hiawatha Police Department beginning at 7:30 a.m.
14. Com. John Sheeran.
15. Adjourn.
Commissioner Sheeran made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to adjourn. Motion carried. 5 ayes. The meeting adjourned at 6:23 p.m.
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
