1. Pledge of Allegiance/Call to Order

The Hiawatha City Commission met in regular session on Monday, May 3, 2010, at 5:35 p.m. at City Hall with Mayor Gernon, Commissioner Shamburg, Commissioner Collins, Commissioner Denton, and Commissioner Sheeran present.

2. Swearing in of Commissioner Denton and Commissioner Sheeran for a second three year term

City Clerk Vivian Constable swore in Commissioner Denton and Commissioner Sheeran for second three year terms.

3. Approval of the April 19, 2010, City Commission meeting minutes
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2010, City Commission meeting. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

4. Approval of the April 26, 2010, Special City Commission meeting minutes

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2010, Special City Commission meeting. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

6. Presentation of petitions, public comments, memorials
7. Presentation of a 20 year certificate for Tony Mendez and retirement awards for Gary Shear and Tom Stone.
Mayor Gernon presented a certificate to Tony Mendez for his 20 years of service to the city. 

Mayor Gernon presented a retirement award to Fire Chief Gary Shear for his 32 years of service to the city which included 22 years as the fire chief.
Tom Stone was not present to receive his retirement award for his 28 years of service on the volunteer fire department. 

8. Debra Farnen to request a waiver of the noise ordinance and permission to conduct a Summer Reading Kick Off Outdoor Concert on May 20, 2010

Debra Farnen, Youth Services Librarian for Morrill Public Library, is planning to put together an outdoor concert on May 20, 2010, to kick off the Summer Reading Program. She asked the Commission for some blockades to block off Fifth Street between Utah and Oregon, and the west half of the alley behind the library from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. She also asked for a waiver of the noise ordinance for those hours. 
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to approve the noise waiver and to provide blockades to block off Fifth Street between Utah and Oregon and the west half of the alley behind the library from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. on May 20, 2010, for an outdoor concert to kick off the Summer Reading Program. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

9. Executive Session for non-elective personnel to interview for appointed positions 

Commissioner Sheeran made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to go to an Executive Session for a period of 40 minutes to interview non-elective personnel for appointed positions and to include Administrator Ladner. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
The Executive Session began at 5:56 p.m.

Commissioner Sheeran made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to extend the Executive Session for another 15 minutes. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to extend the Executive Session for another 10 minutes. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to extend the Executive Session for another 5 minutes. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion at 7:06 p.m., seconded by Commissioner Denton, to return to open session. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
10. Appointment of City Clerk, City Treasurer, Police Chief, Fire Chief, City Attorney, and Municipal Judge
Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to appoint Bill Roland as the new fire chief for the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to reappoint Don Cashman as city attorney for the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to reappoint Evans Woehlecke as police chief for the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to reappoint Debbie Parker as city treasurer for the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to reappoint Mike Riley as municipal judge for the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 

Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to reappoint Vivian Constable as city clerk. Motion carried. 3 ayes. 2 nays. Commissioner Collins and Commissioner Shamburg voted nay.

Old Business  
11. Country Club to discuss water issue

Because he was a member of the Country Club, Mayor Gernon turned the meeting over to Commissioner Collins.

Country Club Board members Andy Delaney, Mark Kloepper, Keith Simmer, Mrs. Bigham, and Vickie Finger, as well as Steve Chandler, who was on the board at the time the original water contract was negotiated and Bob Friese, who was on the City Commission at that time, were present to discuss some issues with the purchase of effluent water from the waste water treatment plant to water the golf greens. They had met to discuss their responsibilities and the city’s responsibilities under the water contract put in place in 2003 and the true benefits that the club were getting from the contract. They had discussed the city’s apprehension in setting any precedence. Their board of directors had met and decided that they wanted to keep the contract that they had.
Mr. Delaney presented some modifications that the club would like to make in the contract: they want the effluent water pump to be operational by April 1 of each year; if the pump breaks down they want the city to repair it within seven days; if it is necessary for them to use potable water because of a breakdown to water, they expect the city to provide it at no charge.
Mr. Delaney told the Commission that they now understand that the fee paid to the city is for more than the purchase of the water. They were aware that they still owed $800 from 2009 and that the first installment for 2010 was now due.
Dave Grimm, Waste Water Superintendent, did not think that seven days was realistic. There could be up to a six-week delivery time on some parts. To have a backup pump on the shelf ready and waiting could cost around $9,000. Commissioner Sheeran suggested that they allow the city seven days after the parts came in to get the repair done. 
Dave is required to get three bids on any parts over $1,500; he would have to present them to the Commission before he could even order them. He asked to have up to thirty days to complete repairs. 
Dave also pointed out that there are several leaks in the club’s watering system which cause the pump to turn off and on often because it is a pressurized system. This constant on and off cycle could eventually cause the pump to burn up. 
In 2007, when the power went out, the pump froze and broke. The next year the power went out and the pump froze and broke again. Dave has since implemented a system of blowing the water out of the pump to prevent it from freezing.
Mr. Delaney complained that the pump was down almost all summer last year, during which time they had to buy potable water to water the fairways on the golf course. Dave Grimm pointed out that only the booster pump was down, and that although it had to be manually turned on and off, they still were able to use the effluent water. They just couldn’t use the hand waterer. It was down approximately six or seven weeks. 

Bob Friese did not think it would take longer than a week or ten days to get most parts, and suggested that the repair time should not be more than two to three weeks. 

Administrator Ladner told the Commission that it had been specified in the original contract that they were to have installed a submersible pump, but that was not what they had installed. This was part of the reason the pump breaks down a lot. She had not been able to locate anything in Commission meeting minutes that had approved a change in the contract to allow for a different type of pump. She suggested that if the contract is going to be renegotiated, the specifications need to be brought up to the current as well. 
The city had installed the pump that the club had purchased. According to Mr. Delaney, the pump installed had been recommended by the manufacturer, even though it was not the one specified in the contract. Dave noted that if the pump ever needs to be replaced, he would install a submersible pump. He estimated the cost of a submersible pump at $5,000 to $8,000. 

Commissioner Shamburg suggested setting the repair time for 14 to 21 days; if the time went over that, then the commission and the country club board could get together and address the issue. 

Administrator Ladner asked the Commission to set the number of days that that the city should provide free potable water in the event the pump broke down. Commissioner Shamburg suggested 18 days.

The Commission agreed to set the contract and have City Attorney Don Cashman look it over.

Mr. Delaney said that at the last meeting they had suggested that the water meter should be padlocked until a new backflow device was installed, but he thought that the meter had been removed. They would like to have the meter reinstalled. The back flow device has been ordered. 
Rick Koenig, Water Superintendent, stated that the water meter is still there; it is padlocked at this time. Service cannot be turned back on until the backflow device (RPZ) has been replaced or repaired. This is a KDHE requirement. He reaffirmed that it has to be fixed or the meter stays off. It can be turned on as soon as the backflow device is in place. 
Mark Kloepper had come in to the office and asked to have the service shut off. The utility clerk had asked him if he wanted it finaled and he had told her that he did. Utility Clerk Lynette Grier had final billed the meter at that time. There was no deposit on the account. Administrator Ladner pointed out that by ordinance, restarting the service would require a deposit of $75, unless the Commission wanted to waive the deposit. Mark did not remember telling her to final the service. 
Mr. Delaney asked the Commission to waive the outstanding debt of $800 from 2009 as compensation for the two or three month period that they were without the pump last year. Dave pointed out that the main pump was still operational, that all the groundskeeper had to do was drive to the booster pump and turn it on. They were only without the small booster pump to do the hand watering. 
Mr. Delaney said that they had to purchase water to charge the pump several times. 

Commissioner Collins pointed out that they had been able to use the effluent water as the major water source to water the greens. 

Since they will not be taking the pump back over, Mr. Delaney said that it would not be necessary to have a technician come to inspect the pump.

Administrator Ladner said that the city could credit the months that the meter was actually padlocked to the potable water account; that amount of credit would be between $500 and $600.
Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to waive the $75 deposit and to credit their potable water billing account for the amount accrued during the time that the meter was actually padlocked last year. Motion carried. 4 ayes. 1 abstain. Mayor Gernon abstained. 
The country club will still have to pay the $800 due from 2009.

Mr. Delaney will submit an amendment to the contract, which City Attorney Don Cashman can then draw up.
12. Discuss the property at 221 Iowa
Since the owner of the property at 221 Iowa had passed away, City Attorney Don Cashman had sent a letter to the owner’s daughter. She had not replied. According to Malcolm Grier, Code Enforcement Officer, she had told him previously they would clean it up, but had not done so. Malcolm would like to move forward with demolishing the house.

Mayor Gernon asked for a template to allow the city to follow the correct legal procedure in the future, to keep from having this same problem again. Mr. Cashman is in the process of making a form to be signed by owners of property which is considered by the Commission to be derelict, allowing six months to repair; if repairs are not done, the city will have the right to move forward with demolition of the house.
According to the city attorney, since the owner has passed away and the proper time limit wasn’t followed, the city will have to hold another public hearing in order to move forward with demolishing this house. The public hearing will need to be published two consecutive times in the city newspaper (two Fridays), with the public hearing held a minimum of thirty days after the final publication. If the owner’s daughter still wants to repair the house, the Commission can give them a set period of time to make the repairs, with a final date set to be demolished if the repairs have not been completed. 
Mayor Gernon suggested that they leave the time limit open, to be filled in as circumstances require. Malcolm will be required to monitor their progress.

Mr. Cashman told the Commission that they can go ahead and pass a resolution tonight  finding the property in disrepair, get the resolution published and hold the hearing on June 21st. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to pass a resolution finding the property at 221 Iowa Street in disrepair and uninhabitable and setting the date for a public hearing for condemnation on June 21, 2010. Motion carried. 5 ayes. [The resolution will be numbered 2010-6]
13. Discuss sewer issue at 211 Shawnee

Helen Melster had appeared at a previous meeting representing Thelma Ziegler concerning repairs to a sewer line at Ms. Ziegler’s home. She turned in an estimate as to what it would cost to put back the yard and sidewalk at 211 Shawnee which had been destroyed by the installation of the new sewer line as well as for the cost of the new sewer line which had been unnecessarily installed. She asked the Commission to approve payment for one half of the expense of the installation of the sewer line, fixing the sidewalk and yard destroyed during the installation, and refund the sewer cost from July 2009 through March 2010, during which time the sewer line had not been hooked into the city main. She was not opposed to the city doing part of the work in the yard in lieu of part of the reimbursement cost. Administrator Ladner said that there is a city code requiring the contractor to make the necessary repairs to the yard and sidewalks when they are destroyed during an installation. 

A meeting had been held with Dave Grimm, Waste Water Superintendent, Ms. Ziegler, the contractor and the plumber who had done the work to discuss what had happened. It was determined that the plumber, Randy Blanton, had been able to put a sewer snake into the line as far as 30 feet, where it had stopped because it had hit something which was later determined to be a tee in the line (from a line coming from the garage).

City Attorney Don Cashman told the Commission that the city is not legally responsible for those repairs. The city did check as to why there was a sink hole. They had to get a contractor to make the repairs because the sewer line was too deep to repair without the use of a shoring box. When the shoring box is brought back up, you would not be able to see what is behind it because the dirt fills in as it is brought up. Normally, the city does not attach a private sewer line to the city service. The owner is responsible for that. The city has no obligation. There is an ordinance that says the contractor is responsible for the repairs to the sidewalks destroyed during the installation. It is not the city’s fault if the plumber didn’t know where the line was at. This connection to the city service was already broken, which is what caused the sink hole.
Mr. Cashman told the Commission that the city had put in a new sewer line and had gotten easements for that. He had checked back in the records and found no easement for the sewer line at that address. This sewer line was never connected to the city sewer main by the city. It would have been up to the owner at that time to have gotten their sewer line hooked back up to the city system. 
The other private services had been reconnected to the city sewer main because they had been disconnected by the city’s contractor when the three sections of new pipe were replaced. The reason the three sections of pipe were replaced was because there was a sink hole there. Ms. Ziegler’s line was not reconnected because it was not connected to the old pipe when the new pipe was put in, and her line was not noticed because the shoring box had covered it up.
The sewer department had responded in July 2009 to a sinkhole in the area, which later was determined to have been caused from a connection that had broken. The city was not the one that connected it originally; it may not have been hooked up properly. 
The sinkhole was caused by her tap collapsing into the sewer main. She hadn’t had any problem before that. Since her sewer caused the sink hole to begin with, it would have been her responsibility to repair the tap. There are hundreds of taps in our mains that were plugged off. They have come across a lot of them that have been broken off. 
Rick Koenig, Water Superintendent, said that they have been through this type of situation in the past. When the main sewer lines were put in years ago, a “Y” had been put in the corner of every house lot. Sometimes those lines were not used, and the builder had run a different line. Rick has suggested to the plumbers to call the city for a locate before digging up a sewer line. No one called us for a locate on this line. If they had, it might have helped. Normally it is the plumber that asks for the locate. 

Administrator Ladner pointed out that the decision the Commission makes on this case will affect future cases. 

Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to authorize a refund of the sewer charge for the months that she didn’t have the sewer line hooked up. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
No other reimbursement was offered. 
14. Presentation of Little Hands, Inc., Day Care Center Feasibility Study

Fonda LaFrenz, member of the Board of Directors for Little Hands, Inc., told the Commission that their goal is to provide affordable child care in Hiawatha. They will operate on a non-profit basis. They will accept children from six weeks old to 13 years old. They plan to have preschool in their curriculum. 
They have applied to USDA for a grant and loan to build the childcare center. HFED has provided them with 4.2 acres of land in the Longfellow addition for this purpose. The loan they have applied for through USDA is to help with construction, furnishings, supplies and equipment. Their proposal is for a 6,000 square foot child care center. 
In 2009 it was estimated that there are approximately 870 persons in the Hiawatha area under the age of 13 in Hiawatha, not including the children of those persons coming to the Hiawatha area to work from other towns. It is projected there are approximately 175 children under the age of 13 which could utilize the facility. The projected capacity for the child care center is 55. 
They should be able to collect $422,732 in student fees annually by the third year, operating at 75% to 100 % capacity. Student fees will pay approximately 92% of operating costs. The remaining 8% will need to be offset by contributions, corporate sponsors and community fund raising. 

The feasibility study shows a summary of projected revenue and expenses for the first five years. Any profits will be put in a reserve account for future needs.
The study also indicates the capital recommendations and points out the plan. The three area banks would be able to finance a loan of $200,000 between a consortium which would be 17% of their funding. HFED donated the lot, estimated value of $24,750, the City of Hiawatha gave them $30,000 which was used for architectural plans and other fees, and Kiwanis Foundation plans to help with playground equipment. They are hoping to receive a grant from USDA in the amount of $176,000, and a USDA low interest loan of the remaining 63% in the amount of $737,893. The total projected cost of the building, furnishings, equipment, and site preparation is $1,173,323, which doesn’t include operational or startup costs. 
The study outlines their proposed financial plan. 
The pre-application process for the grant has been completed. It is possible that they could break ground prior school starting this year, and be ready to open in 2011. Once the grant is approved they will start looking for a director. 

New Business

15. Consider reappointment of Betty Griebat and appointment of B. H. Pennel to the Board of Trustees for the Morrill Public Library.

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to reappoint Betty Griebat and to appoint B. H. Pennel to the Morrill Public Library Board. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
16. Consider approval of payment to Kansas Department of Transportation in the amount of $33,361.21 for refund of non-participating project payment.

Administrator Ladner told the Commission that all the observation billed through BG Consultants for the Streetscape project 2006 had been reimbursed by KDOT. When KDOT audited the grant last year, it was discovered that the observation for the water line, which was not a portion of the grant, had also been billed to KDOT. KDOT has now disallowed all of the observation because it wasn’t divided between streetscape and water line. They are now asking for reimbursement for the observation portion of the grant in the amount of $33,361.21.
As the administrator of the project, BG Consultants had handled the billing. Their records do not break it down. Brian Kingsley with BG Consultants had thought that all of the observation was submissible. 

Commissioner Collins asked Administrator Ladner to check it out and talk to Brian again. BG Consultants need to break it out. If not she should talk to the city attorney. No payment was authorized at this time.
17. Consider approval of maintenance agreement for Otis Elevator Company.

The annual maintenance contract does not go into affect until March 1, 2011, but to get the reduced prices it needs to be approved now. It would not be paid until 2011.  It is cheaper if we pay the amount all at once. The cost is $2640 per year. It can be paid semi-annually, quarterly, or monthly, but one percent up to four percent of the bill would be added on. The city could save 3% if it is approved for a 10-year contract. 
Included in the agreement are on-call repairs as well as quarterly maintenance checks on the elevator. They offer same day service, unless something needs to be ordered. 

The maintenance contract costs can be paid out of the trust income. Otis Elevator is the manufacturer of the equipment so this expense in not something that we could take bids on. The initial contract is for five years. The city attorney has looked over the agreement. 

Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to approve the maintenance agreement for Otis Elevator Company for a period of five years. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
18. Lynne Ladner, City Administrator
Administrator Ladner presented the Commission with the trophy from the Arbor Day Foundation that the City of Hiawatha had received for being a ten-year Tree City.

She told the Commission that she had the NEK-CAP lease ready to be signed by the mayor.  The contract spells out what portion of the building they can use. They plan to move in by June 1. There is a thirty day termination clause in the lease.
She told the Commission that she will be putting out for bid for a new uniloader that has a heater for the street department.

She has located a curb roller, which is similar to a slip form paver, and manufactured in Sabetha.  It can do slip form as well as laid back curbs. It requires being attached to a loader with high flow hydraulics. The manufacturer will come over and demonstrate it. It costs significantly less than a slip form paver, $3,750 with one drum, with additional drums available at $400 per drum. We would need one drum for our stand up curb and one for our laid back curb.  The city would probably need two different drums. It would speed up the curb and gutter work. They would still have to form and hand finish. She will set up a time for a demonstration. 

City Attorney Don Cashman said that John Speckhals extension has expired for installing their own private sewer line. Dave said it has been 90 days, and the Speckhals have not proceeded with it. He asked the Commission how to proceed. Dave said that they had contacted him concerning the price of pipe, which he estimated would cost less than $500.
The Speckhals did not want to get a loan that would cause a lien to be put on the property. Administrator Ladner mentioned that USDA had announced Monday that there is a grant for homeowners with low to moderate income. 
Police Chief Woehlecke has issued a citation to the Speckhals with the court date set for the second Wednesday in May. 

The next step would be to stop court continuations, and get a judgment against them. They need to reconsider putting a lien on their property to get a bank loan.
Mayor Gernon asked Dave to contact the Speckhals one more time. Their next court date is before the next Commission meeting. 

19. Mayor Crosby Gernon
Mayor Gernon asked Rick if he had been doing water sampling to develop a schedule to draw conclusions on how fast we are pumping the wells and the impact on the nitrate levels. 

Rick had found another lab in Dodge City, Kansas to do testing and had contacted Layne about putting on VSD’s (variable speed drives) on the north wells. He said that the Hansbury and Evans motors were too old to put variable speed drives on. He had shut off the south wells. Administrator Ladner told the Commission that before he sends a letter to KDHE, the Commissioner would need to take formal action. 

Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to temporarily shut down the south wells due to high nitrates. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
Rick said that they are pumping from the reservoir about 760 gallons per minute, which is about 420 gallons less than we normally do.  The north well field is doing okay so far. Mayor Gernon reminded him that KRWA had said we would need a lot of samples to see what is working. He told Rick to start perfecting more water rights for the Knouse well by pumping it a little bit more. 
Mayor Gernon asked if the city owns any acreage around the wells. 

Rick replied that Hansbury has approximately 41 acres, which included some farm ground and some timber. Mayor Gernon asked to take it out of crops next year and put it back into grass. The farm contract expires at the end of this calendar year. It will not be put out to bid next time. 
The Knouse well has very little ground around it, and the Pfister has 1.6 acres. The Evans and Beckwith have only easements. 

Rick is getting prices on automatic flushing valves for the south transmission lines in order to flush them. 
The areas which have been painted this past week have about a ten day cure time, and then we have to come back and disinfect it before we can put it back in service. 
Mayor Gernon asked Rick to look for a new testing lab. He felt that when the readings were off 100%, it should have prompted the lab to call Rick or to double check the results. Rick had to call them. Mayor Gernon said it might be time to look for another testing lab. 

Rick will need to cross reference his results to get a seasonal feel on the wells. He said that the Evans well is the best well; it is the one keeping us in compliance.
Dave Grimm told the Commission that there was a price discrepancy on the pipe cost for the Indian Hills project. He has the information ready to go to Don Cashman for easements. He is looking into a different type of pipe for the project which would be less expensive. He said he is also looking in to putting in a separate pipe for the sump pumps to drain into, so it would be totally separate and would not require a check valve in their sump pump. 
Dennis Hartter said that their next street repair project is at Third and Miami. 

Mayor Gernon would like to have another streets work session. He also said he felt that a public works department would be the way to go. He asked Administrator Ladner to come up with a salary for a public works director. 

20. Com. William Collins

Commissioner Collins asked Dennis if they had set up a three month schedule. He replied that he had. He told the Commission that they can haul 15 tons at a time of cold patch at a time out of Kansas City. He said that he could get a smaller load if they want. 
Commissioner Collins advised Dennis to have at least 15 tons around for emergencies. He told him to do temporary patches with the cold patch, otherwise they need to patch with concrete.
Mayor Gernon directed Dennis to get a list of the areas where we need it, and then get the amount we need. Dennis said it will keep quite a while.
