1. Call to order/pledge of allegiance
The Hiawatha City Commission met in Special Session on Monday, July 12, 2010, at 5:35 p.m. at City Hall with Mayor Gernon, Commissioner Shamburg, Commissioner Collins, Commissioner Denton, and Commissioner Sheeran present. 

2. Redo bid for selection of water meters.
Rick Koenig, Water Superintendent, told the Commission that he felt more comfortable with the Hersey meter from Wichita Winwater. He said that the Water Products meter was not as good of quality as the others. 
Administrator Ladner said that the meter that Water Products demonstrated is not the meter that they bid. They had bid a lesser quality meter. The Hersey meter covers all of the requirements from Honeywell. 
The drive by instruments can be snapped on to these meters after their testing is completed. The prices that we see on this bid do not reflect the drive by meter attachment, so the next batch that we order will be more expensive. We will not know the additional cost until the testing of the meters has been completed, but they will probably be around $145 each. 
One advantage with going with the Hersey meter is that the city can purchase our own laptops and can put other software on the laptop. With the Badger meter, they will not let us use our own laptops and no other software can be loaded to them. 

Administrator Ladner said that when the time comes we will rebid for the over all system. 
These meters can still be used regardless of what drive by read equipment we purchase. 

Commissioner Shamburg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to purchase the Hersey meters from Wichita Winwater in the amount of $11,817. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
3. Adjourn

Commissioner Sheeran made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to adjourn. Motion carried.
