1. Pledge of Allegiance/Call to Order
The Hiawatha City Commission met in special session on Thursday, March 18, 2010, at 5:35 p.m., at City Hall with Mayor Gernon, Commissioner Collins and Commissioner Denton present. Commissioner Shamburg and Commissioner Sheeran were absent.

2. Executive Session for Attorney Client Privilege
Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to go to Executive Session for a period of 5 minutes, and include Administrator Ladner and City Attorney Don Cashman. Motion carried. 3 ayes.
Mayor Gernon made a motion at 5:36 p.m., seconded by Commissioner Denton, to return to open session. Motion carried. 3 ayes.

Mayor Gernon asked for a recess at 5:37 p.m. until City Attorney Don Cashman returned with a document.

City Attorney Don Cashman returned at 5:42 p.m.

Mayor Gernon made a motion at 5:42 p.m., seconded by Commissioner Denton, to return to Executive Session for a period of 15 minutes, and include Administrator Ladner and City Attorney Don Cashman. Motion carried. 3 ayes.

Mayor Gernon made a motion at 5:57 p.m., seconded by Commissioner Denton, to return to open session. Motion carried. 3 ayes.
3. Take action on lease for the Frances Sewell Plamann History Center
Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to authorize the Mayor and the City Clerk to sign the lease between the Hiawatha Clock Tower, LLC and the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 3 ayes.
Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Collins, to authorize the Mayor and the City Clerk to sign the agreement between the Frances Sewell Plamann Charitable Trust and the City of Hiawatha. Motion carried. 3 ayes.
4. Set a date for the City Hall move
Administrator Ladner said that originally she had thought to move the 25th and 26th of March, but as the phone lines, computer lines, security system have yet to be installed, that may be a little soon. She suggested either April 1st and 2nd or April 15th and 16th, although she had planned to be gone until April 2nd for spring break with her children. April 8th and 9th would not work because those two days are when most of the utility payments come in and we would need to have the computers up and running for that. She asked the Commission to authorize her to close City Hall to the public on the two days when the move is made. It was noted that the Historical Society has a display that they would like to get put up as soon as possible. 
Mayor Gernon suggested that Administrator Ladner check to see when the installations could be completed and set the moving date for when everything could be coordinated. 
Commissioner Collins asked that the move be made as soon as possible.

Mayor Gernon made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to authorize the City Administrator to close city hall at her discretion when the building is ready to move in to. Motion carried. 3 ayes.
