The Hiawatha City Commission met in Special Session on Monday, April 26, 2010, at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall with Mayor Gernon, Commissioner Sheeran, Commissioner Denton, Commissioner Collins, and Commissioner Shamburg present. 

Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Shamburg, to renumber the ordinance amending Chapter 15 Section 15-207 connection fees for water utility service to Ordinance No. 1042. Motion carried. 5 ayes.

Administrator Ladner told the Commission that Dennis Hartter, Street Superintendant and Malcolm Grier, Code Enforcement Officer, had selected an area of 11th and 12th Street between Iowa and Oregon, which has significant pot holes, areas of street that are crumbling, and the curb and gutter is in bad shape. If there aren’t at least 200 residents in the area, they can go on across Oregon on North 12th Street. The Commission will authorize Donna Crawford to begin the survey and the grant application for $400,000 for street repairs, at a cost to the City of $6,250.

Commissioner Collins made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sheeran, to authorize Donna Crawford, Governmental Assistance Services, to begin the survey and the grant application for the area of 11th and 12th Streets between Iowa and Oregon Streets, extending to the area of North 12th if necessary to include 200 residents at a cost of $6,250. Motion carried. 5 ayes. 
Commissioner Sheeran made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Denton, to adjourn. Motion carried. 5 ayes.
